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His work among the unsaved

1 Timothy 4:1 - The Spirit clearly says that in later times some will abandon the
faith and follow deceiving spirits and things taught by demons.

Revelations 16:14 - They are spirits of demons performing miraculous signs,
and they go out to the kings of the whole world, to gather them for the battle on
the great day of God Almighty.

We are also taught that he has his ministers (2 Corinthans 11:15) and he
performs false miracles (2 Thessalonians 2:9). Satan and the demons blind the
spiritual sight of the unsaved, deceive by false prophets and false miracles,
attack people, murder and cause murder and seek to keep the unsaved from
Christ.

Those who oppose him he must gently instruct, in the hope that God will
grant them repentance leading them to a knowledge of the truth, and that
they will come to their senses and escape from the trap of the devil, who
has taken them captive to do his will.

The overall plan of Satan is to stop you from becoming more like Christ and
giving Him honour.

What is Our Hope?

Though he is
now active and opposing the believer his doom is set and future is determined.
